* About 300 houses targeted for acquisition

* About 850 people affected by acquisition, leaving
under 2,000 people in the area

* About 45 businesses targeted for acquisition
* One third of the affected households are in poverty



What has been asked for....

* The NITC agreement created in June 2012:

 Stipulated that the P3 agreement and the RFP “must
contain provisions for a community benefits plan and
involvement of the affected communities in Michigan
and Canada”.

* The Detroit council asked for a portion of the funds
from the land acquisition in the Delray
neighborhood to be pumped back into it for
revitalization



So far, what has been agreed to....

* Blight removal program to tear down 33 dangerous
buildings and clear brush

* Environmental risk mitigation through tree planting
* Involve residents when developer is finally chosen
